A Story that moved the markets on 9 June 2009
On June 9, Reuters exclusively reported an upbeat earnings 
outlook by IRPC<IRPC.BK>, operator of Southeast Asia’s biggest 
integrated petrochemical complex, giving a clue to investors that 
recovering demand and rising oil prices could help the company 
beat analysts’ 2009 profit forecasts. IRCP’s CEO was cautiously 
optimistic about the outlook of the refining and petrochemical 
sector after an increase in oil prices and its petrochemical plants 
will run at full capacity this year. Investors reacted positively to 
the news as IRPC shares, which traded in negative territory in 
the morning before the Reuters news hit the screen, erased earlier 
losses and rose as much as 1 percent in afternoon trade. The news 
was also published by English-language Bangkok Post and some 
local brokers, which helped push IRPC stock to rise as much as 
almost 3 percent the next trading day. At least brokerage houses, 
namely KGI and BFIT Securities recommended on IRPC target 
price after we flied our interview.
